November 7, 2023 Special Election by the Numbers
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• 151,881 Eligible Voters. 32.27% 
Turnout.

• 417 ballots (0.27%) challenged & 
could not be accepted because of 
signature issues. 

• Election cost per eligible voter 
$1.43. 

• Election personnel cost per 1,000 
ballots processed $807.

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Oregon has Closed Party Primary 
Elections
Oregon had closed party primary elections. To vote in a major 
political party’s (Democratic or Republican) primary nominating 
election you must be registered with that political party by the 
April 30 deadline. You can register to vote, update your voter 
registration, or choose a political party online at 
oregonvotes.gov. 

Voters registered with a minor party or as non-affiliated (not a 
member of any party) will receive a ballot with only nonpartisan 
contests and measures in the May 21, 2024 Primary Election. 
Ballots will be mailed beginning May 1 and all new voter 
registrations, and party choices must be complete by the 

April 30 deadline.

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Know that your vote counts with simple, 
secure, mail ballot tracking. Receive alerts via 
text, phone, or email. Know when your ballot 
is mailed to you. After you vote and return 
your ballot, be alerted when it has been 
accepted for counting. Your vote remains 
anonymous and confidential.
